Pile Replacement & Refurbishment Project 

Maintaining & replacing piles is a refurbishment priority as piles ensure the integrity of the 
marina structure. The Club undertakes an annual pile audit to assess the condition of each 
pile individually. Based on these audits, 30 marina piles have been identified for replacement 
or sleeving this year. More are planned in the coming years as condition audits dictate. All 
new piles have plastic sleeves installed to extend their lifespan. The project also includes 
replacing an additional 5 piles & sleeving of 4 piles in the Club’s pile mooring field. And, 
installation of 6 piles to form two new berths has been included in the project. 
 
The Marina Condition Assessment March 2023 undertaken by Shorewise Engineering Ltd noted 
the C pier “pontoons are in good condition and suitable for the pier to be refurbished. Ideally 
a full pier refurbishment should be carried out within the next two to five years to replace 
walers, through rods, corner frames and pile guides”. This pier refurbishment was included in 
the request for tenders as a separable portion. On receipt of the tenders, the Club has 
decided not to pursue this portion of the work mainly as there was a large discrepancy 
between the highest & lowest tenders which needs to be thoroughly researched before the 
work is progressed. 
 
Haigh Workman have been engaged to provide engineering services for the project. This 
includes specifying the project including drawings, drafting the request for tender 
documents, & supervising the project implementation. Tender evaluation was undertaken by 
Haigh Workman with detailed price comparison & other factors assessed. The Club’s Marina & 
General Committees as well as the Kerikeri Cruising Club Marina Trust have considered the 
tenders and approved the engineers recommendation to accept the tender from Total Marine 
Services for the pile portion of the work. Price & timeframe were key considerations in this 
decision. This tender was the most competitively priced of the three options & the contractor 
can achieve the work within the Club’s ideal timeframe (i.e. before the end of 2025). 



 

 
The project to replace these piles is a “major financial transaction (Club)” as defined in the 
Club’s Constitution (page 26). Consequentially, a special general meeting of Club members 
must approve this before the Club can formally enter the contract (clause 4.10.3, page 15 & 
16).  
 
It is proposed that the marina refurbishment funds will be used for the purpose of replacing & 
refurbishing marina piles. The Club has another fund set aside for refurbishment of other 
assets & it will be those funds that are used for replacement & refurbishment of the pile 
mooring piles. Ultimately, the cost of piles for new berths on A & B piers will be recouped 
from the licence sales. 
 
   
Engineering assistance for this project, as proscribed by the Club’s Financial Delegation & 
Procurement Policy, is being provided by Haigh Workman. Requests for tender were 
distributed, four marine contractors expressed early interest in the project, ultimately three 
tenders were received. The original request for tender also included a separable portion 
relating to the refurbishment of C pier. This separable portion is not being pursued at this 
time.  
 
There is currently $294,000 available in the marina refurbishment account (the actual 
balance is higher, but the remainder is allocated to other projects or being held to cover 
retentions on some recently completed works). This month, an additional $150,000 will be 
moved to this account with receipt of the current marina annual fees. This sum of $444,000 is 
sufficient to cover the costs of: 
$300,995.60 excluding GST – Total Marine  
$45,149 - 15% contract contingency for the purpose of meeting variations that could occur if 
piles require specialised installation 
$59,940 pile purchase – Club is purchasing direct from a supplier to obtain competitive prices 
These costs are the large items associated with this project, there are other smaller costs: 
engineering, sundry items (e.g. mooring rings), etc 
 
Resolution That the Kerikeri Cruising Club members approve the Club’s acceptance of 

the tender from Total Marine Services for pile refurbishment for $300,995.60 
exc GST and, in addition, approve a contingency of $45,149 on the contract.

M Lucas asked whether the regular annual refurbishment contributions were sufficient to 
address both regular annual refurbishment & larger long term projects (e.g. replacing whole 
piers). M MacDiarmid & T Milicich acknowledged that current contributions would not be 
sufficient to address both sets of projects. Additional funding was anticipated via the new 
established Refurbishment Fund Levy & the Marina Committee is prioritising decision-making 
about the replacement method for A & B piers which will then inform the longer term 
refurbishment budget & fee rates.  
 

Reclamation Title - Information Item  

T Bingham advised the meeting that the title application is getting very close to the end. We 
are entering the "Determination" stage of the process, the final stage before it is approved by 
either the Minister for LINZ or the Minister for LINZ's delegate. It is almost always the 
delegate. 



 

The appraised value of the land has been negotiated down from $913,000 to $204,000 and 
some pennies, LINZ are retaining the right of first refusal should the land ever be sold. This 
first essential meeting in Wellington was arranged with the help of Grant McCallum the local 
MP, he got us in the door at the Beehive for a meeting with the Head of Government 
Properties, who will also be the Minister for LINZ's delegate for the Determination process 
where the body of our application is assessed, the recommendation of the Delegate is then 
passed onto the Minister for ratification. Delegation is prepared by LINZ with extra 
information being supplied by us. Ngati Rehia have also played an enormously supportive role 
in helping us navigate and prepare the cultural association statements required and to be the 
guidance for the other Hapu who LINZ directed us to have further conversations with 
regarding the reclaimed seabed. 

We are looking at having to raise the $204,000, that is a far better figure than $913,000 but it 
is still not an insignificant amount. The Club has been offered to pay this in instalments. 
There have been many discussions and internal wrangling over how we should pay, who should 
pay this. The Club decided to add T-head berths to A and B piers and sell them to pay for the 
reclamation title, we've cleared it with the Club's lawyers. Haigh Workman, engineers the 
Club regularly uses for marine projects, has cleared that the space as suitable for access. The 
application for consent variation will soon submitted to Northland Regional Council, on A pier 
it will be a 14m berth and on B pier it will be a 16m or 18m. This could raise approximately 
$210,000 less costs, luckily we have some piles for A pier already and the piles for B pier are 
part of this Special General Meeting. Once the berths have been created the balance of the 
remaining cost of the title and the costs of building the T head berths will be shared equally 
between the Club and the berth license holders. 

LINZ have also agreed to letting us pay off the costs of title over 2 years, this is the first such 
arrangement from them and allows us to avoid selling land, bank loans or a mortgage. 

The Club needs to purchase piles now and create the berths while the piling barge is here in 
October 2025. Creating the berths is part of our plan to pay for the title which has to happen 
now as we won't get the LINZ decision until later. We will need to have approval from the 
membership for the title application once it has been granted by the Minister for LINZ, 
probably after the AGM. Once the title application is approved we might not have any control 
over the timing of the creation of the title, and the first instalment might land on our 
doorstep so we need to be ready. We need to organise our ability to pay now in anticipation 
of being granted the title. 
 
M Lucas – acknowledged the work & efforts of T Bingham, M Turner in successfully negotiating 
an acceptable price on behalf of the Club, and all those involved at in the Club committees 
for developing & agreeing to an internal funding plan. M Lucas asked what the scale of cost 
would be to individual berth licence holders & whether this sum would be added to their 
licence maximum transfer price.  
 
T Bingham advised that the final cost is unknown as there will be administrative charges from 
LINZ that are yet to be advised. It is hoped that the cost per licence would be $150-$200 per 
licence per year for duration of payment but this cannot be finalised until all the expenses 
are known. The decision of whether to add this sum to the licence maximum transfer price is 
yet to be formally considered by the Club.
